	Anti-oppressive perspectives in understanding trafficking and its impacts.

Many students in our group had limited knowledge of trafficking and held the same widespread societal stereotypes and  stigma related to all asylum seekers. 
TUTORS GUIDANCE – SUGGESTIONS ABOUT CONTENT
Challenging attitudes:

1     Exploring the stigma: explore attitudes towards immigrants and immigration; exposing attitudes, language and statements that students are familiar with, and may share.   In this context it is worth considering the outward migration of Northern Europeans to live in Spain etc i.e. ‘us’, once the usual groups of immigrants have been discussed.    Care needs to be taken in opening this up because of migrated people within the student group.    Probably best done led by a tutor and after doing a groundrules exercise.
Understanding the different forms of migration.

2      Definitions: smuggled persons, trafficked persons (with young people this may not be so different) using the literature and UN protocols.  Commodification of persons and unlike other trades, especially women and children. Also economic and legitimate migration.  Useful to point out the different reasons and differing legal status on arrival.
Why does it occur and how:

 globalisation, regional, national and international movements of people due to greater inequalities, lack of employment, war and torture, poverty especially in rural areas, environmental disasters, government and pan government organisations – World Bank, building of HEPs, imposition of neo-liberal financial policies, tied aid and the disregard for the rights of marginalised - particularly women and children.  
Inequalities – shortage of labour in some countries of the EU and poverty and shortage of work in others.  
Who is involved in organising it, how is it done and the extent? Sources, routes and destinations. The role of the EU and other nationalities to prevent, or encourage legal and illegal immigration. 
Important to show the European situation, African e.g. Economic Community of Western African States and the abduction into slavery for sexual exploitation, domestic and farm work; and similar processes in South East Asia
3     Trafficking: what really happens and rights, example sex trafficking
Using actual press cuttings show how is reported and what importance it is given. 

For example where in the newspaper is the story of a police raid of a brothel with ‘sex slaves’ ?  
Using scanned articles to show
· how much coverage is given to this topic in different newspapers and on which page it occurs
· how other stories with a sexual component involving women are covered, where and how these are presented
 .  
THIS CAN BE DONE IN CLASS OR AS A SELF DIRECTED GROUP EXERCISE.

Task for students:

4    Compare policies about trafficked women within Europe  
Presentation of different policies within Europe and elsewhere from governments in countries that receive trafficked persons, transit countries and those that ‘send’ and receive them back. 

Consider statements from the UN and other global organisations.

Help students to critique these from a human rights perspective, and from gender and race perspectives.

5      What is the social work task?
What perspectives do I bring to this if I consider human rights, social justice anti-oppressive practice and social work values?  
What knowledge do I need as a social worker?  (skills, awareness and knowledge)

Globally what should be happening to change the causes and processes of forced migration?

What should be happening nationally, using good practice from other countries?

How should the agency I work in and those I work with change their practice?
What guidance is there from European and international organisations that should guide this?
