Adapt-Ed: Climate Adaptation through Education

We’d like to invite you to take part in a project
Your school is taking part in a project about weather, climate and how we can look after our environment. We would like to ask you some questions about your ideas and experiences.

What will I be asked to do?
If you take part, you will:
· Complete a short survey (before and after the project) 
· Answer questions about: 
· Weather and climate 
· Nature and the environment 
· Things you think or feel 
The survey will take about 10–15 minutes.
Sometimes, examples of your work may be shared with researchers to help them understand the project, this might include writing or drawings. 

How will my work be used?
Some of your work may be shared with other researchers using a secure online tool, for example, writing, drawings or group activities.
This means:
· your name will not be included 
· no pictures of your face will be used 
· your work will only be used to help understand how the project is going

Will someone be watching the lesson?
Sometimes a researcher may be in the classroom watching the lesson to see how the activities work.
They will:
· not write your name down 
· not record anything about you personally 
just look at how the class works together as a group

Do I have to take part?
No - it is your choice. You can say yes or no. You can stop at any time. You do not have to answer every question. No one will be upset if you choose not to take part.

Will anyone know my answers?
No - You will write a code on your survey instead of your name. This helps us compare answers from before and after the project. We will not know your name from your survey. Some anonymised examples of work may be securely shared with other researchers to help improve learning in schools.
Will this affect me at school?
No. Taking part, or not taking part, will not affect your schoolwork or anything else.

Are there any worries or risks?
Some questions are about climate change or weather. If anything makes you feel unsure or worried:
· You can skip the question 
· You can talk to your teacher 
We want this to be a positive and helpful experience. The activities are designed to be safe, supportive and appropriate for your age.

Why are we doing this?
We want to understand:
· What pupils think about climate and the environment 
· What helps pupils learn about these topics 
This will help improve schools and learning in the future.

What happens to my answers?
Your answers will be used by researchers to understand what pupils think and learn. What we learn will be shared in reports and with other schools to help improve learning. No one will know which answers are yours. Your answers will be stored safely by the university. Only the research team will see them, and your name will not be included.

Sometimes, we use secure computer tools such as AI to help us understand the answers. These only use information that does not include your name or anything that could identify you.

Who is running the project?
The project is run by Sheffield Hallam University, working with:
· The Green Estate 
· Sheffield City Council 

What should I do next?
If you are happy to take part, you will be asked to fill in a short form.
